Number and applying number – place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication, 
division, fractions, decimals and real life problems, communicating and reasoning.

Shape, Space and Measures – 2D/3D shapes, area and perimeter, time,  and real life 
problems.

Arithmetic – quick recall of addition and subtraction facts, pairs to make 100, double 
and halve any 2 digit number, multiply and divide, tables – recall multiplication facts of 
2s, 5s and 10s (year 2), then 3s, 4s, 8s up to 12 x 12 and to derive the division facts. 
(year 3). Moving onto 6s, 9s and 7s.  By the end of Year 4 all tables up to 12 x 12. 
Please learn times tables on a weekly basis – we will sometimes give this as a 
homework task.

Solving numerical problems – choose operations to solve word problems involving 
money, length, mass, capacity, time, area and perimeter.

Children will read with expression, so 

they do need to read aloud, and respond to 
a range of texts, give ideas, opinions, 
deduction inference. Reviewing books read.

Writing
Children will write to suit different 

situations, purposes and audiences.

But it’s not just spelling 

also the spelling rules.

Speaking and Listening
Children will learn how to speak 

and listen in a range of contexts, adapting 
what they say and how they say it to the 
purpose and audience, bigger emphasis on 
this.
