}It is not designed for pupils to rush through, 
but children will be expected to master all of 
the concepts that they learn.  

}Therefore the children will be challenged not 
by being rushed through their learning and 
being moved on to the next area, but by the 
application of their skills in different contexts.

Å Secure place value to 1000.  

Å Use negative whole numbers.  

Å Round numbers.  

Å Use Roman numerals to ôCõ (100). 

Å Column addition/subtraction to 4 digits.  

Å Multiply/divide mentally.  

Å Use standard short multiplication.  

Å Find area.  

Å Calculate perimeter.  

Å Identify angles. Identify symmetry.  

Å Recognise 10 ths and 100 ths. 

Å Add and subtract fractions.

Thinking Skills  
Ą  We are working very hard as a whole school, to teach children to become 

life long, successful learners by giving them the skills to develop their 
thinking. 

 
Ą We use our STAIRS to Success (Self-confident, Tenacious, Aspiring, 

I ndependent, Responsible, Sensible) to get children thinking about their 
thinking. 
 

Ą We have introduced a óPassport to Thinkingô to each child  
 to document how their thinking develops. There is a section  
  under each or the STAIRS entitled, óOutside of Schoolô where  
 we hope you can help us identify when your child has shown 
 these traits at home.  

 
 
 

Ą We are also trying to get all children to be active, creative learners who can 
think outside the box and justify their thoughts. Your child may bring home 
óThinking Skillsô homework which may ask them to explore their views on a 
question. You can help your child develop these skills by questioning them 
and encouraging them to question you.
